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Over 46.5 million people live in poverty in the United States, with at
least half of them in rural communities. Poverty has been a long-term
condition in rural America. Many CBF churches and individuals have
been seeking to transform rural poverty since 2001 through Together for
Hope, CBF’s rural poverty initiative.

Together for Hope employs local asset-based community development
as the ministry model for the long-term commitment of no less than 20
years working in each community. People living in rural America are the
experts about their communities and, as such, are the most equipped to
making their hopes into realistic plans for their future. Together for
Hope practitioners are walking alongside people in rural communities
who are dreaming new futures for their countries or parishes. Made up
of CBF field personnel, state/regional personnel, local non-profits,
churches and volunteers, Together for Hope is bearing witness to Christ
in rural America.

Pray for Together for Hope practitioners as they seek to create bright futures
for rural communities. Pray for local stakeholders in more than 25 countries
and parishes in the U.S. who are partnering with one another and with CBF
to eliminate long-term poverty for future generations. Pray for ways that
your congregation can be a part of ending rural poverty in the U.S.

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Palm Sunday is April 9

Palm Sunday is the final Sunday of Lent, the be-
ginning of Holy Week, and commemorates the
triumphant arrival of Christ in Jerusalem, days
before he was crucified. In the Gospels, Jesus
entered Jerusalem riding a young donkey, and to
the lavish praise of the townspeople who threw
clothes, or palm branches, in front of him as a sign
of homage. This was a customary practice for
people of great respect. Palm branches are widely
recognized as a symbol of peace and victory. The
use of a donkey instead of a horse is highly sym-
bolic, it represents the humble arrival of someone
in peace, as opposed to arriving on a steed in war.

Tenebrae Service is April 14 @ 7:30 pm.
Tenebrae is Latin for “shadows” or “darkness”. It
is a solemn observance of Jesus' passion and
death. The Tenebrae service is observed Friday of
Holy Week. It marks Jesus’ journey to Golgotha,
and allows for extended meditation through proc-
lamation of the Word in scripture and sermon, as
well as in music, increasing darkness, and silent
reflection.

Easter Sunday is April 16

Christians celebrate Easter Sunday as the day of
Jesus Christ’s resurrection, which is written in the
New Testament of the Christian bible. According
to the Gospel of John, Mary Magdalene came to
the tomb where Jesus was buried and found it
empty. An angel told her that Jesus had risen.
Christians worldwide have celebrated Easter for
centuries.
